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Reservation Policies

Campsite reservations are being accepted at the Miami Valley Council offices in Dayton, OH. A $75.00 deposit
will hold your campsite for the 2009 season. This deposit will be applied to your unit’s overall camp fees, and
must be paid in order to hold your campsite. Campsite reservations are issued on a first come, first served
basis.

Campsite Capacity

Every campsite at Woodland Trails is a tented campsite, and is set up with the maximum number of tents
possible. Each tent is equipped with a wooden platform, suitable to accommodate two campers. Cots are not
provided. If a unit brings more campers than there are tents available in their campsite, the unit is responsible
for providing the extra needed tents. The staff will do our best to accommodate all units. The chart below lists
campsites and the maximum tent capacity:

2010 Reservations

Camp reservations for the 2010 camping season will be taken at Woodland Trails each week of summer camp.
Each unit is encouraged to make a reservation for the upcoming year before they leave camp. As an incentive
to make this reservation, each unit can reserve the site they are using up until the day that they leave camp. If
the site is not reserved before the unit leaves camp, the site is then available to any unit that would like to
reserve it. Units may reserve the site they are using in the same session that they are currently camping in for
the current season. For example, if your unit is staying in Baden Powell campsite for Session 2, you could
reserve Baden Powell for Session 2 of the following season. No reservations will be received at the Miami
Valley Council offices until after camp has closed for the current season.

The camp reservation fee for 2009 is $75.00, which will be included as a part of your final camp fees.

This deposit is non-refundable.
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Fee Information and Schedule

The youth camper fee for the 2009 season is $105.00 and due to the Miami Valley Council offices by June 5,
2009. The adult camper fee is $50.00. The first two adult leaders in a unit are free of charge, and additional
leader fees are waiver based on attendance (see chart below). In order for a camper to receive the limited
edition council strip, all fees by must be received by June 5.

Camp leaders will also receive the limited-edition council strip if full camp fees are paid by June 5, and at least
80% of the registered unit youth membership (based on April records) attend camp.

Food Services & Special Dietary Needs

Woodland Trails has employed a great food service team to provide the best food for our scouts and leaders.
A licensed dietician has reviewed our menus to ensure they are adequate for the activities of the week and
contain balanced nutrition for growing youth. A salad bar will be offered at most lunches and dinner meals. A
light continental breakfast with cereal will be provided on the last day at camp. If your unit wishes to invite
guests to dine with your scouts at camp, meal tickets can be purchased at the trading post. If your unit has a
scout or leader with special dietary needs, please complete and return the Special Dietary or Physical Needs
Request form included in the appendix.

Unit Leadership & Tag-a-longs

Every unit must have at least two adult leaders in camp at all times (one leader must be 21 years of age or
older). We want leaders to enjoy camp as much as the scouts, but they are responsible for the discipline of the
unit and maintaining a Scouting atmosphere around camp and in your campsite.

Due to limited space and the goal of establishing the singular setting of a scout camp, it is the policy of the
Miami Valley Council to not permit siblings or tag-a-longs to stay with a unit. Please make separate
arrangements for underage and female youth prior to arriving at camp.
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The Campsite

Upon arrival at camp, your unit will be escorted to the campsite by your Unit Staff Advisor. In your camp site,
you should expect to find the following items listed below. If there are any additional items you may need,
please speak with the camp commissioner.

Camp Office

Our camp office is there to assist you with all your needs. In our camp office you’ll find copies of any camp
forms, unit mail, and telephone services. Our management staff also works out of the office, and are available
to assist you with any questions.

Camp Uniform

Scouts and leaders are expected to wear the official scout uniform while at camp. Appropriate times to wear
the uniform include flag ceremonies, evening meals and vesper services. During activities, the camp t-shirt or
other scouting apparel is acceptable. Units are encouraged to join our staff and dress in the camp theme!

Shower Facilities

The North Shower House and the swimming pool are both available for youth and adult showers. Separate
female shower facilities are located at the north end of the North Shower House. Units should establish
shower times to ensure all campers are supervised. Leaders are expected to abide by BSA Youth Protection
guidelines at all times.
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Policies and Procedures

At Woodland Trails Scout Reservation, the Scout Oath and Law are our guiding principles. We expect each
leader to provide the guidance within the unit to follow those principles and the policies of Woodland Trails
Scout Reservation, the Miami Valley Council and the Boy Scouts of America.

NO PERSONAL FIREARMS OR ARCHERY EQUIPMENT PERMITTED AT CAMP.
Woodland Trails will provide all required shooting sports equipment. This includes ammunition,
arrows, and safety equipment.
NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OR ILLEGAL NARCOTICS ARE PERMITTED.
NO SMOKING OR USE OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS IS PERMITTED IN ANY CAMP FACILITIES.
Designated areas for smoking are available and must be done outside the view of scouts.
FIREWORKS ARE PROHIBITED BY STATE LAW.
NO OUTSIDE FIREWOOD IS PERMITTED AT CAMP to prevent the spread of Emerald Ash Borer.
NO PETS are permitted on camp property with the exception of assistance animals.
Scouting groups must file a BSA Tour Permit with the local council office, if required.
Proof that a permit has been filed will be requested by the on-site council representative.
VEHICLES IN CAMP
= The speed limit is 5 mph. Under no circumstances are passengers to be carried in the bed of or
towed behind a pickup truck.
= All vehicles are to stay on established roads and may not enter campsites. ONE vehicle may be
used to enter camp and unload equipment. This vehicle must be returned to the parking area
after unloading.
= Equipment trailers may be left in the campsite, weather permitting, at the discretion of the on-
site council representative.
= No vehicles are permitted in the grass.
= All campers, camping trailers, and vehicles used for sleeping must be left in the parking area.
= Vehicles may be used to transport disabled persons at the discretion of the on-site council
representative.
TENTS
= The unit is responsible for any camp-supplied tent it uses. There is a fee for any damage done
to canvas, poles, or ropes. Aerosol sprays such as insect repellent should never be sprayed
inside of a tent, as it will damage the water repellent coating.
= Units providing their own tents must ensure they meet the BSA standard of 30-square feet of
sleeping space per scout.
= All tents (including non-camp tents) must be affixed with a “NO FLAMES IN TENTS” label or tag.
If you need labels for your tents, please come to the camp office.
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e Woodland Trails is not responsible for lost or stolen items.
Please encourage your scouts to leave valuable possessions at home, including radios, CD and MP3
players, and cellular phones. Individuals should file a police report for insurance purposes, if necessary.
Lost and found items should be brought to the camp office.
e Woodland Trails supports equal opportunities.
The programs at summer camp are designed and intended for our youth customers. Adults are
encouraged to enjoy our programs and facilities as well. Our camp staff will endeavor to include adults
in the program when time and staffing permits. Programs and facilities in the Miami Valley Council are
available to all adults and youth without regard to race, color, national origin, sex, handicap, or age.
e HAZING will not be permitted.
Hazing does not contribute to a youth’s character training or personal development, and will not be
tolerated in any form at Woodland Trails.
e Campfires and cooking fires are permitted in established fire rings only.
e All persons entering or leaving camp must check in and out with the camp office.
e Leave No Trace
The continued availability of soft drinks and snacks depends on the ability of campers to dispose of
litter properly. Woodland Trails expects all campers to follow the guidelines of Leave No Trace.
e Off-Limits Areas
For privacy and safety reasons, certain areas of camp are designated as off-limits. This includes staff
living areas, all shooting sports ranges, and other areas as designated by the camp director.
e Shower facilities are available and campers are expected to use them regularly.
Leaders are expected to abide by BSA Youth Protection guidelines at all times.
e The Buddy System is expected to be used by scouts at all times.
e \Visitor Guidelines
= Visitors are always welcome at Woodland Trails.
= Visitors must check in and out at the camp office.
= Visitors staying overnight must provide a health history form to the health officer.
= Visitors may participate in meals at the dining hall, providing that reservations have been made
24 hours in advance. Pricing is listed below and must be paid 30 minutes before the meal.
e Breakfast $4.00
e Lunch $5.00
e Dinner $6.00
e DISCIPLINE
For supervision to be effective, there must be discipline. It is the responsibility of unit leaders to
maintain the discipline of their scouts. Leaders are expected to intervene in situations where campers
pose a threat to themselves or others. Discipline of other campers should be deferred to the leader of
that unit. Under no circumstances may a camper be deprived of food, isolated, or subjected to abusive
exercise as a means of punishment. Always praise campers in public and discipline in private. Never
discipline a camper in front of their peers.
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Arrival Procedures

e Arrival
Please plan to arrive at Woodland Trails at your scheduled check-in time. Please park in the main
parking lot and do not enter camp until you have been given a vehicle pass.

e Check-In
The Program Director and Camp Commissioner will greet you at the Check-In Shelter and assign a Unit
Staff Advisor to your unit.

e Campsite
Go immediately to your campsite. Unload all equipment and return vehicles to the parking lot. All
campers should change into swimsuits and shoes must be worn. Your Unit Staff Advisor will conduct
the Opening Inventory / Damage Check with the leader. Have all medical forms in order and your unit
flag ready.

e Dining Hall
Visit the dining hall for orientation and table assignments.

e Flag Quadrangle
Your unit will be assigned a flag pole at the quadrangle. Raise your flag at this time.

e Registration
While the unit is at the dining hall, the leader will go to the camp office to complete registration. Please
have all rosters, tour permits, fee receipts, and forms ready for submission.

* Medical Check-In
After registration, the unit leader will visit the health officer to complete a review of all medical forms.

e Quartermaster
After the flag quadrangle, the unit will visit the quartermaster for orientation. Any additional camp
equipment can be obtained at this time.

e Swimming Pool
Visit the pool for orientation and swim tests. Swim tests will be given to all campers. If your unit has
completed swim tests prior to camp, please provide the Unit Swim Classification form to the Aquatics
Director at the time to receive buddy tags. The Aquatics Director reserves the right to review the
abilities of any swimmer at any time.

e Return to Campsite

Tips to make the Check-In process smooth:

e Arrive about 15 minutes early to make sure everything is ready.

< Immediately have the cubmaster and/or pack coordinator go to the check-in shelter. Please have the
rest of the unit remain by the vehicles.

e Have your unit arrive with swimsuits underneath their scout uniforms.

e Complete registration online at http://registration.woodlandtrails.org.

e Feel free to contact Woodland Trails before arriving to make sure everything is in order.

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Emergency Procedures

The staff at Woodland Trails has undergone extensive training so that they are prepared for any emergency
situation that may arise. The camp has emergency information posted near all phones. A written agreement
has been established with all local fire & rescue squads, local law enforcement and hospitals. During an
emergency, your responsibility is for YOUR unit. The camp staff will coordinate all emergency responses.

e FIRE
In the event of a fire, mobilize your unit and meet at the flag quadrangle. Take immediate account of
your campers. In this situation, the emergency siren will sound for 30 seconds on, 30 seconds off, and
repeat three times.

e TORNADO
In the event of a tornado, campers should lie in an open area, preferably in a ditch. Stay away from
tree and power lines. In this situation, the emergency siren will sound and remain on.

e SEVERE WEATHER
In the event of severe weather, seek shelter immediately. In this situation, the emergency siren will
sound and alternate from high volume to low.

e LIGHTNING / THUNDER
In the event of lightning or thunder being spotted or heard, the swimming pool, lakefront, and climbing
tower will close until they are deemed safe to operate. Stay away from open fields.

e EXTREME TEMPERATURES / HIGH HUMIDITY
In the event of extreme temperatures or high humidity, activities will continue with modification to
avoid over exertion. Encourage campers to drink plenty of water. Limit strenuous physical activity.

e LOST CAMPER
Report all missing campers to the camp office. Be prepared with a description and recent location.

e INJURY / ILLNESS
If the victim can be moved, bring them to the health lodge. If not, dispatch runners to the health officer
using the buddy system. Report all illnesses to the health officer, no matter how minor.

e SECURITY IN CAMP
As part of camp security, each unit is required to submit a unit roster consisting of the youth and adults
that are attending camp. Please make sure that this roster is current and all information is correct.
Wrist bands will be issued to all campers. Please make sure that your unit wears them at all times.

Health & Safety

The health office is located at the south end of Pointner Lodge. This facility also provides refrigerated storage
for medication and will be the issuing location for medication throughout the week. A health officer is on duty
24 hours a day. Beginning in 2009, all campers must complete an Annual Health and Medical Record (#34605)
within the last 12 months prior to attending camp. This form can be found in the appendix.
Please note, our health officer is not prepared to offer physical examinations. Units must have these
completed prior to arriving at camp.
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Youth Program

In preparation of our 50" Anniversary summer in 2009, Woodland Trails has prepared a number of exciting

programs and special events. Many of these new events are still being planned and finalized and may not be
available upon the release of this guide. Please continue to check our website at www.woodlandtrails.org for
the most updated program information.

This year, we will continue to offer our two separate
WEBELOS programs. The first session of the summer will focus
on advanced scouting skills, and the second will feature
mostly elective WEBELOS advancements. Both programs are
described in detail on the following pages.

In celebration of our 50" Anniversary, we will be having a
camp dedication ceremony each week during the opening
campfire. Additionally, we will hold an Alumni day for former
campers and staff, which will include a meal and a tour of
camp.

Online registration is offered beginning on March 1 and will
close the Wednesday before each camp session. This allows
you the flexibility to change your program as needed during
the months approaching camp. After registration has closed, your next opportunity to change program
schedules will be at the leader’s meeting immediately following dinner on the first day of camp.
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Units have the opportunity to select from several different programs throughout the day. There are four
program sessions each day, and two evening program sessions on day 2. Be sure not to overlap program

selections, as they are only offered at the times listed. Units may also choose to have free time as a substitute.

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Camper Early Release Request

Once a camper has checked into camp, they are not authorized to leave the property except under certain
circumstances and with proper verification and authorization. Reasons for “early release” may include illness,
family illness, or unavoidable outside activities. It is the responsibility of the camp management to assure that
the following procedures are followed whenever an “early release” request is made:

e If a person other than the parent or legal guardian will pick up the child, a written authorization from
the parent or guardian must be supplied to a member of the camp management. This letter must
explicitly state who is authorized to pick up the child.

e Upon arrival at camp, the adult having permission to pick up the child must check in at the camp office.
After verification, a member of the camp management will then contact the adult leader and the scout.

e The identity of the person authorized to pick up the youth camper must be verified. Verification may
be made by the unit leader in camp, and/or by the presentation of proper identification. If a parent or
legal guardian must be contacted via telephone to verify authorization, it must be at a telephone
number supplied by the adult leader in charge of the unit at camp, or at a number listed on the health
record of the youth.

e If an adult leader is taking a camper home during the week, he must check out with the camp office
and must check in with the camp office upon the return to camp. If the child is not directly related to
the adult leader, two-deep leadership guidelines must be followed.
